Online Course Selection for 2010 – 2011 School Year
Dear Parents/Guardians,

During the first three weeks of March, you and your child will have the opportunity to select courses for the coming school year at Oliver Ames High School.  To do this, you need simply to access the online X2 Parent/Student Portal which you have used this year to check your child’s academic  progress.  
As you prepare to make these course selections, you will want to review course descriptions which appear in the Program of Studies by going to Oliverames.org, clicking on the Guidance Department link, and then clicking on the Program of Studies link.
When you enter the X2 Parent/Student Portal,  you will note that a new scheduling column has been added which will enable you to review and select courses for the coming year that are available according to the grade level your daughter or son will be entering.  Further, you will see that teachers have already made recommendations for what courses they feel are appropriate for the coming school year, based upon performance this year.
After reviewing the Program of Studies and teacher recommendations, if you decide that you wish your son or daughter to select a course that is different from one recommended by a teacher, all you will need to do is to click the box of the course that you desire.  This will override the teacher recommendation, and the course you have checked will be scheduled.    

Following is a step by step tutorial on the process of selecting courses using the online X2 Parent/Student Portal.  Please use this as you navigate your way through selecting your child’s program for the coming year.

If you have 

not selected enough courses to satisfy requirements for your 

academic track the system lets you know which area you need to 

make more requests in:
